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Abstract. The Xinjiang Uygur Autonomous Region and
the countries of Central Asia are connected by geographical
proximity, history of ethnic contacts, cultural and religious
community. Since the early 1990s, China, solving its geopolitical
and economic problems, began to use the XUAR in the policy
of extending its sphere of influence to the states of Central
Asia. On the one hand, China's interests in the Central Asian
region are conditioned by the rapidly growing needs for natural
raw materials and, first of all, energy resources, and on the
other hand, they are based on the desire to ensure regional
security. In the 2000s. Relations between the People's Republic
of China and the countries of Central Asia are developing quite
steadily, which is manifested in the growth of bilateral trade,
investments, construction of infrastructure facilities, cultural
and educational cooperation. But, it is precisely economic
relations that have been and remain a priority and, among
other things, bring more benefits to the Chinese side. Mostly
unprocessed natural resources are imported from Central Asian
countries to the XUAR, while industrial products are exported.
Within the study, attention is focused on the place and role of
Xinjiang in China's relations with Central Asia. XUAR is a troubled
region of the People's Republic of China and is characterized
by separatist sentiments and a terrorist threat. China's policy
in Central Asia is aimed at reducing this danger and ensuring a
belt of stability around its borders. At the same time, Xinjiang's
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economic development meets China's common interests, and
Xinjiang's place in China's foreign policy is purely pragmatic
and economic. The XUAR is an element of China's geopolitical
strategy and its role is to serve as an economic bridge between
the People's Republic of China and the Central Asian states.
The purpose of the study is to identify the main trends in the
economic interaction of the Xinjiang Uygur Autonomous Regjon
with the countries of Central Asia and characterize its role in the
political strategy of the People's Republic of China.
