The Rivalry Between Russia and Great Britain in China
in the Assessments of Domestic Publicists
of the Late 19" and Early 20'" Centuries

V.P. Tararuev Abstract. The continued expansion of Russia's Asian
possessions to the East in the 19th century resulted in the
beginning of Russian expansion into Manchuria. At the same
time, the leading European powers actively pursued their
interests in China. One of the most influential among them was
the United Kingdom. This led to the fact that at the turn of the
XIX-XX centuries. Russia and Great Britain had political interests
in China, which often contradicted and led to friction. This was
expressed in statements by British officials about the need to
counter Russia, in the anti-Russian propaganda that Britain
conducted in the countries of this region, and in support of Japan
during the Russo-Japanese war of 1904-1905.

The purpose of the work is to analyze the views of Russian
publicists of the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries
on British foreign policy in Qing China, in the context of threats
to Russia's interests. The article provides an overview of the
opinions of Russian political thinkers, historians, and publicists
of the turn of the 19" and 20" centuries regarding the Russian-
British foreign policy contradictions in China and their attitude to
the "British threat" factor. Quotes from publications by Russian
authors of those years are given, showing their perception of
various manifestations of British politics in China. It is concluded
that there was opposition from the British Empire to the political
interests of the Russian Empire in China, which worried domestic
publicists and politicians. The published sources are used —
journalistic publications of domestic authors of the turn of the
XIX-XX centuries, devoted to the analysis of the foreign policy
situation in the Chinese direction.
